VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Byers, second by S Reignier to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - 

Brian Weyenberg, 101 Plum Creek Trail – Provided his opinion on the great job of the 2016 budget.  But also requested the Village Board look at the Denmark Police force and how it is now structured.  The number one cost to the Village is public safety.  

Also requested on CTH ZZ that the 55 mph speed limit be pushed back to the edge of the Village limits like all other locations.  Has concerns for his small child living at the intersection of CTH ZZ and Plum Creek Trail.  T Coenen will forward his concerns via email to Brown County.

CORRESPONDENCE - - Thank you notes were received from Tom Schreurs, Carol Fritsch and Dick and Bonnie Vanden Wymelenberg for the Christmas gift cards they received in appreciation of their volunteer services to the Village.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1.  The annual Staff Christmas Lunch was held on Dec. 16th with 12 people able to attend.

2.  A “downtown re-development”/parking compilation is in progress to define owners, zoning, and building occupancy.

3.  We have reached out as of December 17th to Allyson Watson of the UW Extension office for the purpose of inviting her to a meeting with Dept. Heads and Village Board members to discuss downtown development.  Allyson is both willing and excited for such an opportunity which tentatively is to be held in January.

4.  A meeting with GBWU was postponed on Dec. 29th due to inclement weather and has been re-scheduled for Jan. 5th.

5.  Collectively, Mark Leonard and I have fielded inquiries regarding available land from area contractors, NEW North, and the Green Bay Chamber – Advance.  Information has been provided them and we await feedback.
T Schaeuble asked if the Planning Commission would also be included in the meeting with Allyson Watson with the reply from S Johnson as yes.
