VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 01/06/15 and was called to order at 6:23 pm by Village President Dean Erickson.

MINUTES - - None at this time.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

SCHEDULED APPEARANCE - - Dave Wagner (Ehlers & Associates) – Discussion of the various projects / contracts.  Will comment when the items appear later on the agenda.

WALK-INS - - Keith Wendlandt, 562 Royal St Pat’s Dr – Asked for an explanation of the TIF District boundaries that includes a residential area and what is the Village’s plan for development with the WPS area in agriculture until their future expansion.  Response:  The TIF boundary is in residential area for contiguous purposes only.  The area where the apartment buildings were to be previously built is deficient for utilities.  Those utilities need to be upgraded and re-configured to not go through the Royal St Patrick’s subdivision.  The Village only owns 1 area by the rail.  The TIF District would allow the area to be developed without cost to taxpayers.  There is no other cost now except for the land, financial advisors and attorney fees.
CORRESPONDENCE - -Thank you cards were received from Bonnie Vanden Wymelenberg and Tom Schreurs for the Christmas gift cards they were mailed for their services to the Village.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:
1.  Regarding TID #3, the Joint Review Board will convene on January 12th at 3:00 pm at 
     Village Hall to elect a public member, discuss responsibilities of the JRB and to review the 
     Project Plan.

2.  The Planning Commission will meet also on January 12th at 6:30 pm to conduct normal
     business, to adopt a resolution to approve the boundaries of the proposed TID #3 and to 
     approve the Project Plan.

3.  Later this evening the Board will a resolution to “call” and redeem promissory notes as
     discussed during the 2015 budgeting process.

4.  Also later this evening the Board will be asked for direction on the Joshua Peterson unpaid
     water bill.  Mr. Peterson has refused payment of the large balance as he considers it erroneous.

REGIONAL PLANNING - - 

Extraterritorial CSM Martin & Linda Nackers – Motion by P Brewer, second by T Schaeuble to approve the extraterritorial CSM for Martin and Linda Nackers, Parcel # W-172 located at 4384 CTH DDD, Town of Wrightstown.  Motion carried.

FINANCE - - 

Resolution No. 01062015 Authorizing the Redemption of General Obligation Promissory Notes, Series 2011 – Motion by A Lundt, second by M Leonard to approve Resolution No. 01062015 Authorizing the Redemption of General Obligation Promissory Notes, Series 2011.  Roll call vote: Ayes – P Brewer, M Leonard, A Lundt, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry.  Motion carried.

Action to Accept Bid(s) on Water Transmission Main Project, Subject to Approved Financing – Motion by M Leonard, second by S Reignier to table the water transmission main project bids as submitted.  Motion carried.   

Discussion commenced on the bid opening amounts, types of materials included in the bid process, timeline for re-bids, and financial cost to Village.
Motion by M Leonard, second by A Lundt to accept the Robert E Lee & Associates Amendment No. 1 for engineering services to re-spec and re-bid at time and materials not to exceed $10,000 for Part B of the water transmission main project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Letter of Engagement to Retain Ehlers as Dissemination Agent – Motion by A Lundt, second by T Schaeuble to approve the letter of engagement to retain Ehlers as Dissemination Agent for Issuer Continuing Disclosure required under the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) Rule 15c2-12 (the “Rule”).  Motion carried.  (Dave Wagner explained the liabilities attached to this issue.)

Closed Session - - Motion by S Reignier, second by T Schaeuble to convene into Closed Session pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.85(1)(e) deliberating  or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session – Review proposed business development alternatives.  Roll call vote: Ayes – P Brewer, M Leonard, A Lundt, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry.  Motion carried. (7:13pm)
Open Session - - Motion by P Brewer, second by T Schaeuble to reconvene into Open Session to discuss and/or take action on any issues that occurred during the closed session and continue with the Village Board meeting as scheduled.  Roll call vote: Ayes – P Brewer, M Leonard, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – K Curry, A Lundt (left at 7:15pm).  Motion carried. (8:12pm)

PERSONNEL - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Comments – Nothing to report at this time.

Police Dept Comments – Chief P Kingsbury stated all Police squad cars have been updated with the traditional paint coloring (black and white).  At the end of the Click It or Ticket safety program, the Village’s name was drawn to receive $4,000 which will be used for the purchase of a light bar.  Village ordinance does not allow snow blowing into the streets.  Explained a suspicious incident at a residence involving Wisconsin Public Service employees turned out to be a legitimate issue.  P Kingsbury continued with discussion, and indicating on the construction drawing on the wall, the issue of the school cross-walk locations.
Ed Byrne also commented that Tara Mager had spoken to school officials on the cross-walk issue, the School District potential of also contacting Senator Frank Lasee or Assemblyman Andre Jacque, and glad everyone working together.
PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director Public Works Report – T Coenen provided the following report:
1.  Staff overtime hours for the month of November totaled 53 scheduled hours and 13 call in
    hours.    

2.  Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of November totaled 53.06 tons and recycle
    tonnage collected was 17.63 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)
Further Action from Board Required on Joshua Peterson Unpaid Utility Bill (322 Main St) Due 10/20/14 – T Coenen recapped the prior history of the water bill, the water meter being previously checked, the conversations with the landlord and tenant, the written letters from the tenant and the resulting Village Board decision to deny the adjustment request.  Further indicated to the board a payment was made for a small amount with a balance still owed of $1,332.95 and no deferred payment plan negotiated as suggested to the customer.

Recommendation from board to send another letter with option for payment plan that could be carried over to four quarters with first payment due by January 20th or disconnect.
