VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The second regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 01/20/15 and was called to order by Village President Dean Erickson at 6:09 pm.

MINUTES - - None at this time.
VOUCHERS - - Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Carried.
FINANCIAL STATEMENTS -- Acknowledge receipt and review.

WALK – INS - - Dan Segerstrom wanted to know why Fox 11 News was at the Village.  

Response:  Fox 11 News was at the Village of Wrightstown because of the re-bidding of Part A and Part B for the Water Transmission Main Project.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1. OLD BUSINESS:  The delinquent payment of the Josh Peterson water and sewer account was reported to the Board on January 6th, and a letter to both the tenant and landlord was sent out on January 7th via Certified Mail.  To-date the Village has not received acknowledgement of the respective letters being received.  Water is scheduled for disconnection tomorrow (January 21st) and plans are to follow through with that action.
Response:  The Village Board made the decision to go ahead with the disconnection at 322 Main Street on 01-21-2015 if payment arrangements are not made.  If necessary the Police Department will assist the Department of Public Works when disconnecting.  

2. The Joint Review Board for TID #3 met on January 12th to officially discuss responsibilities of the JRB and to review the Project Plan.  They will again meet on February 23rd to give final approval to the Project Plan.

3. The Planning Commission also met on January 12.  In addition to regular business, the Project Plan was reviewed and endorsed through adoption of a Resolution to approve the boundaries of the TID #3 and to approve the Project Plan.  

4. The Village Board will consider action on the Project Plan on February 3rd.

5. Results of the re-bidding of Part A and Part B for the Water Transmission Main Project will be known on February 5th.

6. A Special Village Board meeting will be held on February 11th to consider the status of all bids.
7. On January 20th Jon Cameron and myself will appear before the Outagamie County Finance Committee regarding TID #3.

Per S Johnson the Outagamie County Finance committee passed the plan for TID No. 3 - 4 to 1 and now it goes before the Outagamie County board.
8. On February 16th a Community-Wide Visioning Session will be held in regards to the Comprehensive Plan update.  Brown County Planning is producing a mailer to go out to all citizens of the Village inviting their input and participation in the process.
P Brewer voiced his concern that he doesn’t agree with the creation of TID No. 3 at this time.  He commented that the Village is taking on too much with the Water Transmission Main project and the TID No. 3; he feels that the commercial market has been a disaster and the timing is wrong.  

D Erickson acknowledged P Brewer’s opposition to the creation of TID No. 3 but felt to continually talk about it was just running around in circles.
