REGIONAL PLANNING - - 

Consideration of Resolution No. 02032015 for Project Plan, Establishing Boundaries and Creation of TID No. 3 – Motion by M Leonard, second by S Reignier to approve Resolution No. 02032015 Approving the Project Plan and Establishing the Boundaries for and the Creation of Tax Incremental District No. 3, Village of Wrightstown, Wisconsin.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – K Curry, M Leonard, S Reignier, D Erickson; Nays – P Brewer; Absent – A Lundt, T Schaeuble.  Motion carried 4 – 1.

Prior to the roll call vote, discussion was held on the timing, cost, process and benefits of a Tax Incremental Financing district.
FINANCE - - 

Discussion / Action on Settlement with Communications Entity on Termination of Water Tower and Ground Space Lease – S Johnson and T Coenen explained Airadigm Communications went out of business as of 09/01/14 and thus, the Village no longer receives payment for the equipment lease on Tower B.  The Village is negotiating a settlement with Airadigm as there is 8 years left on the lease for approximately $100,000 and no clause in the contract for final payments.  The settlement amount ranges from $35,000 to $85,000.  They have removed all their equipment from the tower site.  Looking to lease to another communications entity but still no interested parties.  Consensus of the board to obtain whatever we can for a settlement amount.
