Chairperson: Motion by M Leonard, second by K Curry to appoint A Lundt as chairperson for the night in the absence of the Village President.  Motion carried.
WATER TRANSMISSION MAIN PROJECT 

Review Bids from December 18, 2014 Bid Opening and February 10, 2015 Bid Opening:

Engineer recommendations – D Marsh explained a re-bid process was completed to potentially lower the costs for the meter stations and water transmission main.  The re-bids included alternates for “Funded” and “Non-Funded”.  Just received notification from the WI DNR that the Village is no longer bound by the “Buy American” proposal.  The Village’s request to the WI DNR for funding was received prior to the signing of the Act on December 16, 2014.  Based on alternates, a reduction just under $800,000 from original bids.  Recommendation from R.E. L to reject the December 18th bids based on the second bids for the water transmission main and meter stations.
Financial Advisor recommendations – None at this time.

Take Action to Accept or Reject Bids from December 18, 2014; Subject to Financing – Part A, Part B:
► Motion by M Leonard, second by A Lundt to reject all bids submitted for the December 18, 2014 bid opening.  Motion carried.

Take Action to Accept or Reject Bids from February 10, 2015; Subject to Financing – Robert E Lee & Associates Contract #1269-15-01, Contract #1269-15-02 – 
Dale Marsh indicated R.E.L. engineers are still reviewing / verifying all the bid numbers received.  Met with Village staff to pick the applicable items for the alternate bids and then took those items for each contractor to determine the lowest bidder for the meter stations and the water transmission main.  WI DNR funding will require Davis Bacon wages to be used.  Also, WI DNR just dropped their interest rate by another .3%.   Recommend awarding the contract next Tuesday (regularly scheduled Village Board meeting).
T Coenen explained why the different options for parts and materials that were allowed to be bid for alternate numbers.

► Motion by M Leonard, second by T Schaeuble to table accepting or rejecting the bids from February 10, 2015 for Contract #1269-15-01 and Contract #1269-15-02.  Motion carried.

D Marsh stated in closing the contractors were fantastic to work with and diligently worked hard with the re-bid for the Village to meet budget.
