3.  The 16 platted lots remaining in Fox Shores Subdivision have been sold to another party, thereby ending the James Kassner and Milt Bielinski association with the development.  The full balance of monies due the Village have been collected at the closing.  Prior to any further development a new Developers Agreement must be in place.

4.  We have a settlement agreement in place with Airadigm; subject to Village Board ratification this evening.

5.  The billboard sign on Highway 41 owned by Milk Source has been abruptly removed and is no longer in-service or available.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE - - 

Discuss Financing Alternative with Financial Advisor on Implementation of the Proposed Water Transmission Main Project – Jon Cameron provided various handouts that were then explained.  They included an updated budget worksheet for the Safe Drinking Water Loan Program (SDWLP) with total project costs based on the qualified construction bid numbers and the eligible costs paid by another source that is the Green Bay Water Utility contribution of $633,000.  Also included was a SDWLP Loan Payment Schedule for the next 20 years and an Estimated Revenue Requirement (Post Bid).  J Cameron further explained interest rates have dropped from 1.9% to 1.65% for the SDWFLP.  Public Fire Protection (PFP) was discussed more fully with the proposed elimination of direct charge utility billing (total $68,361) being shifted to the General Fund tax levy.  It was explained the PFP does not impact the levy limit due to the payment from WPS and how that is distributed.  The next step is for the Public Service Commission to set the rates based on the application and gathering of all information.  The increase from the PSC rate could range from 27% to 48%.  Question and response – the impact to a resident’s water bill is approximately $31 per quarter if the rate was calculated with a 48% increase.
Settlement Agreement with Airadigm Communications – Motion by A Lundt, second by M Leonard to approve the settlement agreement in the amount of $57,500 for the lease termination with Airadigm Communications.  Motion carried.
Operator’s License – Motion by A Lundt, second by K Curry to approve the operator’s license for the 2014-2016 license years for Ron Van Schyndel.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Comments – None at this time.

Action on Bids from February 10, 2015, Re-bid of Water Transmission Main Project, Robert E Lee & Associates Contract #1269-15-01 and Contract #1269-15-02 –
Contract #1269-15-01 – Motion by M Leonard, second by A Lundt to approve the bid construction of the metering stations up to $1,350,937 subject to financial approval to Oudenhoven Construction.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – P Brewer, K Curry, M Leonard, A Lundt, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None, Absent – None.  Motion carried unanimously.
Contract #1269-15-02 – Motion by M Leonard, second by A Lundt to approve the water transmission main project bid to Carl Bowers & Sons Construction up to $5,595,150 subject to financial approval.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – P Brewer, K Curry, M Leonard, A Lundt, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None, Absent – None.  Motion carried unanimously.

Bid for Resurfacing Longwood Lane – Motion by M Leonard, second by A Lundt to approve the bid of Northeast Asphalt in the amount of $105,400 for the portion of Longwood Lane resurfacing as budgeted in 2015.  Motion carried.

T Coenen discussed the reasons for determining when and which roads to repair.

PERSONNEL - - 

Accept Resignation J Van Eperen – Motion by K Curry, second by S Reignier to accept the resignation of Volunteer Fireman Joe Van Eperen.  Motion carried.

Accept Resignation of C Born – Motion by K Curry, second by S Reignier to accept the resignation of Public Works employee Curt Born.  Motion carried.

PARKS & RECREATION - - T Schaeuble commented the Wrightstown High School will celebrate its 100th centennial anniversary in 2016-2017 and is beginning preparations now.
PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Reports – Chief M Schampers provided with best regards the following reports for December 2014 and January 2015:

December 2014 
For December the fire department answered two calls for response, Tiger Mat Drier fire and a second call for fire alarm at same address when getting alarms reset. Training for the month was left for members to make up any missed training during the year.

Elections were held for the open Captains position. Jerry Cayemberg becomes the newest Capt in the department with 6 months to prove himself in the position. Remainder of the business meeting was wrapped up of 2014 activity in which the department had 43 calls for the year. The new Thermal Imaging camera is in, training to begin in January. All other usual business items were handled. All trucks checked, inventoried and tools maintained.
January 2015

For January the fire department responded to 4 calls for service, 3 of the calls for false alarms due to Co detectors being out of date triggering and a mutual aid call for tenders from Greenleaf.

January Training was with Jaws of Life and working with the new thermal imaging camera. Usual monthly meetings and truck checks were also conducted. Planning and development of training schedules for the year are also being fine-tuned. We will be holding a grant paid training class on Hybrid Vehicle response in February given through NWTC.
Police Dept Report – No written report was available.  However, Officer G DeWinter indicated Police Chief Kingsbury is completing background checks for hiring two part-time officers as one recent new part-time hire was leaving for a full-time position.  He also stated the department has handled 50 more calls this year as compared to the same time frame last year.
