The January 2016 Utility Report as submitted by Public Works Travis Coenen is as follows:
Water Utility:
1. Gallons pumped in the month of January – 5.006 million gallons, daily average 161,484.



     Well 4 static level – 120’     Pumping level – 280’



     Well 2 static level –   99’     Pumping level – 181’

Sewer Utility:

1. Gallons treated in the month of January – 6.8670 million gallons, daily average of 221,516. 

2. We received 12,900 gallons of holding tank waste and 4,000 gallons of septic tank waste in the month of January.  The revenue for the month of January is $284.09.
T Coenen also stated the ribbon cutting ceremony for the water pipeline project is being coordinated by Green Bay Water Utility.  It will be held in Wrightstown at the Poplar Street meter station with dignitaries and staff to speak on the great partnership that occurred and the process of the project.  Media will be present.
