WALK-INS - -

Linda Verboomen, 306Norbert Lane – Addressed her safety concerns with the removal of the stop sign by the Post Office as traffic from the north no longer has to stop to get to the round-about.  Who is responsible to get the sign re-installed?  Chief Kingsbury stated it is illegal to park in front of the post office.  He has spoken to the Postmaster who is to encourage patrons to park on the reconfigured Cedar Street that runs parallel to the post office building.  S Reignier stated the curb will be marked with yellow paint when the construction is finally completed.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1.  The Demske family has approached the Village with the concept of having a marine docking station constructed on one of their properties (104 High St., or 426 Washington St.) to partner with the River Boat enterprise.  Zoning ordinances are being reviewed and it is likely that approvals may be required from the DNR and Army Corp. of Engineers.  This possibility could be beneficial to the Community as a further utilization of our Fox River resource.

2.  The annual audio testing for full-time employees is scheduled for April 11th in the Village Hall parking lot commencing at 7:00 am.  A testing schedule will be issued; handouts for pre-testing completion by the employees are ready for issuance.

3.  Thoughts should be given as to how the Excess Stadium District Sales Tax Refund is to be used by the Village of Wrightstown.  SS. 77.76(5)(b)2 states that a municipality may use these funds only for:

 
a. Providing property tax relief

b. Debt Relief

 
c. Economic Development

Depending on the Village Board’s discretion, an appropriate resolution supporting your decision could be prepared for an upcoming meeting.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - -   

Director Public Works Report – T Coenen provided the following reports:
January 2016 Report – 
1. Staff overtime hours for the month of December totaled 58 scheduled hours and no call in hours.    

2. Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of December totaled 64.41 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 19.58 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)

February 2016 Report – 
1. Staff overtime hours for the month of January totaled 31 scheduled hours and 12.5 call in hours.    

2. Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of January totaled 50.62 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 20.47 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)

T Coenen provided a drawing (from the Brown County Highway Dept) and explanation of the sheet pile wall that will be constructed along the Fox River as part of the CTH ZZ reconstruction project.  Further discussion involved the connection of Moon River Estates to the village if a bike/walking trail were installed in this project.
T Coenen also indicated a grant was received for Pine Street utilities in the amount of $48,000. Clarification is needed from the state as to which year approval was granted, 2016 or 2017.

Motion carried.
