VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 03/03/15 and was called to order at 6:26 pm by Village President Dean Erickson.

MINUTES - - Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to approve the minutes of 02/17/15 as presented with the Clerk recommended additions.  Motion carried.
VOUCHERS - - Motion by M Leonard, second by T Schaeuble to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - - Acknowledge receipt and review.

WALK-INS - - 

Dan Segerstrom – Asked for a further explanation of the thinner pipe thickness for the proposed water transmission main project.  T Coenen replied the pipe was over engineered to accept higher pressures which would be used to obtain increased volumes of water when future demands required it. The pipe is still within its specs and safety requirements that are required. The current pipe in the design exceeds all requirements and will provide longevity for many decades to come.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – S Johnson provided the following report:
1.  A follow-up survey recapping the input from the February 16th Visioning Session, in conjunction with the Comprehensive Plan Update, has been mailed out to residents by BCPC highlighting the comments from participants at the meeting.  This survey asks for a rating to be done individually on hot topics that are felt needed to be addressed and is requested to be returned by March 3rd.

2.  The Joint Review Board unanimously approved the TID #3 Boundaries and Project Plan on February 23rd.  This paves the way for proceeding with the initial land acquisition and marketing the project.

3.  A “deposition session” was conducted with various Village personnel at a law office in Green Bay on February 27th.  This was in accordance with a potential pending injunction case.  A hearing will be conducted on March 2nd before the Brown County Circuit Court.  We are awaiting a judicial decision.

4.  A meeting was held with representatives of Carl Bowers & Sons and the Oudenhoven Company to discuss schedules and other matters for the purpose of continuing our journey on the Water Transmission Main Project in spite of recent distractions.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE - - 

Operator’s License – Motion by A Lundt, second by M Leonard to approve the operator’s license for the 2014-2016 license years for Renee Thiede.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Comments – T Coenen (Assistant Fire Chief) indicated a $5,000 donation from WPS was received for training with them as a confined-space rescue team.  The funds will assist in purchasing equipment such as rope and pulleys as a lot of their issues are high and more horizontal than vertical.  The City of Kaukauna will also be involved in this training process.

Police Dept Comments – None.

PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 
Director of Public Works Report – The February report as submitted by T Coenen is as follows:
1.  Staff overtime hours for the month of January totaled 60.5 scheduled hours and 9 call in hours.    

2.  Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of January totaled 45.76 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 19.56 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)

T Coenen also explained the new Brown County Public Works maintenance contract versus the old agreement method of State wages and equipment rates.  Most municipalities in Brown County are not signing the new contract.  There will be inter-community sharing of equipment.
