Motion by S Reignier, second by T Schaeuble to open the public hearing on the Village Board Standing Committees.  Motion carried.

The purpose of the Public Hearing was to hear from all persons and/or their agents on the following: 

· Repeal in its entirety Chapter 62-11 Village Board Committee of the Whole and Recreate Chapter 62-11 – Village Board Standing Committees – of the Municipal Code of the Village of Wrightstown to read as follows:

Chapter 62-11 Village Board-Standing Committees –

A) The Standing Committees of the Village Board shall consist of the following:

1)  Finance & Personnel

2)  Public Safety

3)  Public Works & Utilities

4)  Parks, Recreation & Regional Planning

B) Each Trustee shall have their respective Chairmanships appointed by the Village President at the first meeting in May of each year, subject to a majority vote of the Village Board.

C) Standing Committees will meet on an “on call” basis; however, more than one committee may meet on the same date.

D) Agendas and Public Notices shall be consistently scheduled to allow for an efficient flow of business.
D Erickson stated his request to return to the Standing Committee format related to not enough Village Board interaction under the Committee of the Whole.  The Standing Committee format had been used for years prior to this change in 2009.  Determined the 3-member Standing Committees would be more united in accomplishing more issues.
D Erickson then asked for comments from the Village Board and those in attendance.

Clerk J Brandt indicated there is one line that was not on the Public Hearing notice but would be included with the ordinance approval.  The beginning to section “B)” will read “The foregoing committees shall consist of two or more members.”

 D Erickson then again asked three separate times for any more comments for the public hearing related to Standing Committees and none were given.

Motion by T Schaeuble, second by K Curry to close the public hearing on the Village Board Standing Committees.  Carried.  (Adjourned 6:51 pm)
