VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The second regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 03/15/16 and was called to order by Village President Dean Erickson at 6:51 pm.

MINUTES - - Motion by S Reignier, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the minutes of 02/17/16 and 03/01/16 as presented.  Motion carried.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - Carl Rossal – General question regarding budgets.  In speaking about the future water rates, good idea to clear out debt from previous years.  When budgeting for capital projects, what type of contingency is generally set for budgets (10%, 20%) for potential cost increases and on the flip side, what type of surpluses for additional revenues.  Gave example of TIF district.  T Coenen responded there are protected mechanisms in place for utilities dealing with setting rates and the flow of revenues and expenses related to those rates.  
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:
1.  Have initiated a contract with FunFlicks for a “Movie in the Park” showing on July 28th.  Movie TBD.

2.  Interviews were conducted for the position of Village Clerk-Treasurer and an offer was made and accepted.

3.  The Staff Web Design group met on March 3rd to review assorted municipal websites to gain further insight as to how our web site could look and function.

4.  Ads have been placed in professional media for the Part-Time Police Chief position.  I have reached out to the Hobart Village Administrator and the Kaukauna Police Chief on providing part-time Police Administrative Services.  Waiting to receive feedback from them and to also schedule a fact finding meeting with Brown County.
5.  A Downtown Redevelopment meeting with Staff and Allyson Watson was held on March 7th.   A presentation to the Village Board outlining ideas and direction will be coming in the near future.

6.  The Administrator met with Sue Byers, Finance Chair. to review assumptions and status of the 2017 budget.

7.  A draft has been prepared, and is circulating, of a Development Agreement with Country Visions for Phase 2.  Intention is to have a final draft ready for Board action on March 15th.
After reviewing the Village Administrator’s report, further discussion followed on the Part-time Police Chief position.  Determined by the board the intent was, and should have been, a Full-time Police Chief advertisement for the vacancy.  It will be corrected.

Police Dept Report – The February 2016 Police Dept report respectfully submitted by Chief P Kingsbury is as follows:  
WPD Officers attended joint training with County Rescue; continued to review policy on missing persons, updating forms for Amber Alerts and Silver Alerts; completed annual Department of Justice weapons qualification; and we participated in a webinar with the Department of Corrections for an update on sex offender regulations.

Met with Sue Byers and Travis Coenen to begin the review of Village Ordinances. Worked on Chapter 185.

Assisted with the demolition of the old bridge.

There were two court cases during the month of February at the Brown County Court House. One involved the fleeing incident with the stolen car and drugged driver; the other was the second part of the incident involving the weapons that were found with the drugs.

There were two accidents in the Village during February, and there were 57 traffic related incidents for various violations, including the fleeing/drugged driver incident.  

There were 51 non traffic calls for service in the Village, 96% handled by WPD officers.
