VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The second regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 03/17/15 and was called to order by Village President Dean Erickson at 6:10 pm.

MINUTES - - Motion by P Brewer, second by T Schaeuble to approve the minutes of 03/03/15 as presented.  Motion carried.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Reignier, second by K Curry to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - 

Keith Wendlandt – 562 Royal St Pat’s Dr – Provided pictures and samples of roadway material that indicated the poor condition of the roadways in the Royal St Patrick’s Subdivision, especially Theunis and Royal St Pat’s Drives.  The asphalt material is causing havoc with home floors as it sticks to shoes as well as being in the yards and on sidewalks.  Further explained the “speed bumps” that relate to the spring thaw.  Addressed his concerns that when the infrastructure was installed it was too shallow and now generating issues for the residents/visitors to the area.  Responses from board members and T Coenen followed on the causes and extensive costs for remediation to these issues in a subdivision that is only 12 years old.  Additional street sweeper cleaning will help alleviate some of the pea gravel, granite type material from the roadway.  
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

COMMITTEE REPORTS

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Comments – None at this time.

Discuss Process to Proceed Following Circuit Court Decision Re:  Bids for Water Transmission Main Project – T Coenen stated the Village is moving ahead with the water transmission main project as the court has ruled in our favor and dismissed the lawsuit from Kruczek Construction.  Working with the DNR on schedules with a meeting next week on the 23rd with finance council about payment to vendors and then on the 25th a meeting with the contractors.  Completion dates will be at the next board meeting.
Action for Notice of Award 2015 Meter Station Construction Project – Motion by M Leonard, second by S Reignier to approve the Notice of Award for the 2015 Metering Station Construction to Oudenhoven Construction for the sum not to exceed $1,350,937.00. Action for Notice of Award 2015 Water Transmission Main Project – Motion by M Leonard, second by S Reignier to approve the Notice of Award for the 2015 Water Transmission Main project to Carl Bowers & Sons in the amount of $5,595,150.00.  Roll call vote: Ayes – P Brewer, K Curry, M Leonard, A Lundt, S Reignier, T Schaeuble, D Erickson; Nays – None; Absent – None.  Motion carried unanimously. 

FINANCE - - 

Approve Authorization of Change Orders – Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to approve the authorization of Change Orders for the Water Transmission Main project with approval by Director of Public Works or Village Administrator with acknowledgment on the next Village Board meeting agenda not to exceed $10,000; approval by Director of Public Works and Village Administrator with acknowledgement on the next Village Board meeting agenda for dollars in the amounts of $10,000 to $20,000; and approval by Village Board members in amounts greater than $20,000.  Motion carried unanimously.

Approve Authorization Letter for CEI Land Closing – Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to approve the authorization letter in the amount of $600,000 balance due for the CEI land closing.  Nay – P Brewer.  Motion carried.  Discussion was held prior to final vote.
Operator’s Licenses – Motion by A Lundt, second by S Reignier to deny the operator’s license for the 2014-2016 license years for Courtney Younger based on the recommendation from the Police Dept background check conducted.  Motion carried.
Motion by A Lundt, second by K Curry to approve the operator’s license for the 2014-2016 license years for Aaron VanRens.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL - - 

Accept Termination of J Lukanich – Motion by K Curry, second by A Lundt to accept the termination date of proposed 04/17/15 of Public Works employee John Lukanich.  Motion carried.

PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Report – The February 2015 monthly report submitted with best regards form Chief M Schampers is as follows:

For February the fire department responded to 1 call for service in the Village, a CO detector going off. Turned out to be an out of date detector that was malfunctioning.

February training was presented through NWTC on Hybrid/Alternative Fueled vehicles. Usual monthly truck checks and inventory where performed. Minor issues with marker lighting and underbody lights on various trucks. Also the directional Light Bar on tender stopped working. Service investigation shows the need for the light bar to need repair or replacement. Upgrading Light bar was not cost prohibitive, the bar will be repaired. Planning for “Confined Space” training is advancing to scheduling as we develop plans to be able to support the power plant now in Village jurisdiction. 
Police Dept Report – None at this time.

Vandalism – T Coenen stated various vandalism acts have been committed around the Village – smashed or stolen mailboxes, 8 or 9 street signs down including stop signs and other paint issues.  The Police Dept has found the responsible parties and is working on the pricing and restitution to the residents and Village.  The Village and Counties are handling the incident.  
T Coenen also commented if residents see stop signs down to contact the Public Works Dept or direct to T Coenen for immediate assistance to have another sign temporarily placed.

REGIONAL PLANNING - - 

Comprehensive Plan Update – T Schaeuble indicated Brown County Planner Aaron Schuette provided survey results at the last Planning Commission meeting.
