MINUTES - - Motion by P Brewer, second by T Schaeuble to approve the minutes of 03/17/15 as presented.  Motion carried.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by K Curry, second by M Leonard to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - - Acknowledge receipt and review.

WALK-INS - - Ed Byrne – Informed all the Marvin Biese farm just south of the Village will be hosting Breakfast on the Farm on May 31st.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1.  On March 19th WABCA held a monthly meeting in the Village Hall Community Room and invited Aaron Schuette of Brown County Planning to give a presentation on the development of the updated Comprehensive Plan, including highlights from the Visioning Session and the survey results.

2.  The upcoming Village Planning Commission meeting on April 13th will include reviewing a draft of Chapter 1, “Issues and Opportunities”.

3.  Election Day is April 7th – our next Board meeting will take place on April 21st, with all newly elected officials being seated for that meeting.

4.  We extend our gratitude for the service provided by all out-going Trustees.

5.  Department Heads have discussed taking steps to update the Village’s website in order to make it refreshing and more user friendly.  We are entertaining some helpful input from some outside sources to gauge both the scope of work and ultimate cost.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

FINANCE - - 

Update on Financial Planning All Aspects of Water Transmission Main Project – S Johnson stated the project is progressing.  The Safe Drinking Water Loan application has been submitted; engineering and financial people are discussing the schedule; meetings have occurred with the contractors and the county for construction schedules; and a meeting will be held tomorrow with a DNR representative. 
Revise Purchase Order Authorization Procedures – This procedure revision eliminates a Village Board member, as the chair of a committee, to sign purchase orders for approved budgeted items and normal workday processes.  Discussion involved where “non-budgeted” items would fall with various suggestions.  A re-draft of the Purchase Order Authorization Procedures will be included on the next meeting agenda.
Operator’s Licenses – Motion by M Leonard, second by T Schaeuble to approve the operator’s licenses for the 2014-2016 license years for Kimberly Colwell, Jamie Hein, and Mandy Waite.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL - - 

Accept Resignation of Part-time Police Officer – Motion by K Curry, second by M Leonard to accept the resignation of part-time Police Officer Jordan Atlas effective 03/17/15.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Comments – None at this time.

Police Dept Comments – None at this time.  S Reignier thanked the Police Dept for their attendance at State Trooper Trevor Casper’s funeral.
PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Report – T Coenen provided the following report:

1.  Staff overtime hours for the month of February totaled 33.5 scheduled hours and 8.5 call in hours.    

2.  Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of February totaled 41.98 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 15.35 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)

3.  Brown County Port & Resource Recovery has informed us that the volatile recycling market is on a downward trend in almost every category of recyclables.  They will be dropping their single stream recycling pricing for March from $18.00 per ton to $3.00 per ton.  On the bright side, there is still optimism that markets will rise soon.  
Update on Water Transmission Main Construction Schedule – M Leonard stated the water metering stations construction should begin within a month and be finished by this fall.  The pipeline will not start until September or October with a finish in July 2016.  Contractors cannot dig into Glory Road or Packerland Drive, Ashwaubenon, as roadway patching cannot occur during winter months.
