· Amend Chapter 185-1; Vehicles and Traffic – State Traffic Laws Adopted – of the Municipal Code of the Village of Wrightstown as follows with the indications of (insert) or (delete) the numbers or words found in Italics and underlined:

Chapter 185-1.  Except as otherwise specifically provided in this chapter, the statutory provisions in Chapter Trans Code (insert) 102, 305, (delete) Chapters Trans Code 325, 326, 327 and Chapters 340 to 350 of the Wisconsin statutes, describing and defining regulations with respect to vehicles and traffic, exclusive of any regulations for which the statutory penalty is a fine or term of imprisonment, are hereby adopted and by reference made a part of this chapter.  Any future amendments, revision or modifications of the statutory regulations in Chapter Trans Code (insert) 102, 305 (delete) Chapters Trans Code 325, 326, 327 and Chapters 340 to 350 incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this chapter in order to secure, to the extent legally practicable, uniform statewide regulation of vehicle traffic on the highways, streets and alleys of the State of Wisconsin.
· Amend Chapter 185-2.4; Vehicles and Traffic – Parking Reserved for Vehicles of Disabled – of the Municipal Code of the Village of Wrightstown as follows with the indications of (insert) the numbers or words found in Italics and underlined:

Chapter 185-2.4.  (insert) A.  In accordance with WI State Statute 346.505(2)(a)-(c), when official traffic signs indicating such restriction have been erected in accordance with this chapter, no person shall park, stop (insert) , obstruct, block or otherwise limit the use of, or leave standing any vehicle upon any portion of a street, highway or public or private parking facility (insert) , including the access aisle reserved for vehicles displaying special registration plates or identification cars or emblems issued by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation or, for vehicles registered in another jurisdiction, by such other jurisdiction designating the vehicle as one used by a physically disable person.

(insert) B.  In accordance with WI State Statute 346.505(3)(a)-(e), subject to s.346.01(2), the owner of a vehicle involved in a violation of A, shall be liable for the violation as provided in Wisconsin Statutes.
Following the Public Hearing and while in regular session, the Village Board approved the ordinance amendments as indicated above.
