NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

PEACE AND GOOD ORDER - Chapter 139-22 Tobacco Products
Notice is hereby given, that a Public Hearing WAS held before the Village of Wrightstown Board of Trustees, Brown / Outagamie County, Wisconsin on Wednesday, April 6, 2016, at 6:05 pm at the Village Hall, 352 High Street, Wrightstown, Wisconsin, for the purpose of hearing from all persons and/or their agents on the following:
· Amend Chapter 139-22 – Peace and Good Order – Tobacco Products; C. Restrictions on sale or gift of cigarettes or tobacco products; D. Purchase or Possession of cigarettes or tobacco products by minors; E. Careless Smoking Prohibited; F. Smoking on School Property Prohibited – of the Municipal Code of the Village of Wrightstown as follows with the indications of (insert) or (delete) the numbers or words found in Italics and underlined:

C.  Restrictions on sale or gift of cigarettes or tobacco products (insert) – in accordance with Wis Stats § 134.66.  

1.  No retailer, manufacturer, distributor, jobber or subjobber, no agent, employee or independent contractor of a retailer, manufacturer, distributor, jobber or subjobber and no agent or employee of an independent contractor may sell or provide for nominal or no consideration cigarettes (insert) , nicotine products or tobacco products to any person under the age of 18, except as provided in s. 254.92(2)(a).  A vending machine operator is not liable under this paragraph for the purchase of cigarettes (insert) , nicotine products or tobacco products from his or her vending machine by a person under the age of 18 if the vending machine operator was unaware of the purchase.
2. No retailer, direct marketer, manufacturer, distributor, job, subjobber, no agent, employee or independent contractor of a retailer, direct marketer, manufacturer, distributor, job or subjobber and no agent or employee of an independent contractor may provide for nominal or no consideration cigarettes (insert) , nicotine products or tobacco products to any person except in a place where no person younger than 18 years of age is present or permitted to enter unless the person who is younger than 18 years of age is accompanied by his or her parent or guardian or by his or her spouse who has attained the age of 18 years.
D.  Purchase or Possession of cigarettes or tobacco products by minors (insert) – in accordance with Wis Stats. § 254.92.

1. No person under 18 years of age may falsely represent his or her age for the purpose of  receiving any cigarette (insert) , nicotine product or tobacco product.
2. No person under 18 years of age may purchase, attempt to purchase or possess any cigarette (insert) , nicotine product or tobacco product except as follows:
(a) A person under 18 years of age may purchase or possess cigarettes (insert) , nicotine products or tobacco products for the sole purpose of resale in the course of employment during his or her working hours if employed by a retailer.

(b) A person under 18 years of age, but not under 15 years of age, may purchase, attempt to purchase or possess cigarettes (insert) , nicotine products or tobacco products in the course of his or her participation in an investigation under accordance to Wis. Stats. §254.916 that is conducted in accordance with Wis. Stats. § 254.916(3).
(insert) (c) No person may purchase cigarettes, nicotine products or tobacco products on behalf of, or to provide to, any person who is under 18 years of age.
3.  A law enforcement officer shall seize any cigarette (insert) , nicotine product or tobacco product that has been sold to and is in the possession of a person under 18 years of age.
E.  Careless Smoking Prohibited. (insert) In accordance with Wis Stats. § 254.76(1).  Any person who, by smoking or attempting to light or to smoke cigarettes, cigars, pipes, tobacco or any other product in any manner, shall through carelessness, recklessness or negligence set fire to any building or the contents thereof so as to endanger life or property in any way or to any extent, shall be guilty of a violation of this section.

F.  Smoking on School Property Prohibited.  No person may smoke or use smokeless tobacco on any property owned by (delete) the Wrightstown Community (insert) any School District (insert) in the Village of Wrightstown.  As used herein, to “smoke” means to carry a lighted cigar, cigarette, pipe (insert) , nicotine product or any other lighted smoking equipment.  The term “smokeless tobacco” means any tobacco which is used by means other than smoking.
Following the Public Hearing and while in regular session, the Village Board approved the ordinance amendments as noted above.
