PUBLIC SAFETY - - 


Fire Dept Report – The March 2015 Fire Dept report as submitted with best regards by Chief M Schampers is as follows:
For March the  fire department had 2 Fire calls, one was a CO alarm at a village residence which turned out to be a faulty detector and a Mutual Aid call  with Town of Lawrence for an out of control grass fire.

The usual business meeting, truck checks and inventories where completed for March. For training the entire department began a 3 part certification course for Confined Space Rescue, 2 classes were held in March 16 and on March 30, the 3rd to be held April 20. Each part is about 4 hours in duration with a full exercise planned at the Fox Energy Plant in May during a shutdown for maintenance.

Also planning continues for a public relations event to be held in late April.
Assistant Fire Chief T Coenen further expanded on the confined space training program which will be a specialized team to support some businesses.

Police Dept Report – Chief P Kingsbury stated the full-time officers and experienced part-time officers are working out well providing more regular, consistent presence in the Village through -out the week.  A lot more reports being generated besides the regular traffic.   Some of the investigations include credit card thefts that involves reviewing tapes and obtaining subpoenas; and also, caught a break with the Fox’s Pizza burglary with an individual acknowledging his involvement providing additional information.  Chief Kingsbury commented prom is coming up and will have extra personnel on duty with the days up to and after.  Aiming to make parents aware not to host alcoholic drinking parties for their kids.
PUBLIC WORKS & UTILTIES - -     

Director of Public Works Comments – T Coenen and M Leonard stated and discussed the water transmission main project type of pipe.  The Village had requested the DNR approve an R21 type pipe which is a thinner wall than the R18.  Notification arrived yesterday that the DNR had denied the request which results in an increase of approximately $200,000 to the project cost.  Further discussion will be held with the DNR next week.
