The April 2015 Utility Report as submitted by Public Works Travis Coenen is as follows:
Water Utility:
1. Gallons pumped as of April 29th – 6.200 million gallons, daily average 213,793.



     Well 4 static level – 111’     Pumping level – 289’



     Well 2 static level –   99’     Pumping level – 183’

Sewer Utility:

1. Gallons treated as of April 30th – 6.4418 million gallons, daily average of 222,131. 

2. We received 43,900 gallons of holding tank waste and 9,750 gallons of septic tank waste as of April 29th.  The revenue for the month of April so far is $831.61, bringing the YTD total to $2,768.50.
