VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report comment:

1.  We have received word that our Building Inspection Company has merged with SAFEbuilt and will be continuing to provide the identical services to us that we have grown accustomed to.  Your agenda packets include a letter from both IIL (Independent Inspections, Ltd.) and SAFEbuilt.

2.  There has been a bevy of activity on drafts and re-drafts, attorney input, to get us where we are this evening on a Counter Offer w/Addendum C and a Developer Agreement with Country Visions Co-op.

3.  The Agreement you have before you with Green Bay Water Utility is a form of protection for them on the completion and going on-line with a water transmission line by September 1, 2016.  Interest and terms were negotiated more favorably for the Village. (S Johnson comment:  recommend go ahead with the agreement.)

COMMITTEE REPORTS

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Comments – T Coenen discussed the compost site relocation process as there has been interest from a party wishing to purchase the current location parcel that has rail accessibility.  DNR regulations and/or licensing will apply for a permanent site. The current process is classified as a transfer station due to little processing at the site with the majority of it hauled to the agriculture industry with local farmers.  The move to the well #5 parcel is an option.  Pros and cons to that site, other nearby residential areas, potential commercial development areas and local farm areas were discussed.  The Village owns no other land than the current compost site; thus additional costs could be incurred for a land purchase.  Considerations for the “best spot” are still in discussion phase.

PUBLIC SAFETY:


Fire Dept Report – The April 2015 Fire Dept report submitted with best regards from Chief M Schampers is as follows:
For April the fire department had 3 Fire calls: a motorcycle accident in the Village, a large bonfire during a Burning Ban and an Entrapment call in the Village.

The usual business meeting, truck checks and inventories where completed for April. Also during April the entire fire department completed a full certification class in “Confined Space Training” which comprised 16 hours of classroom and a 4 hour practical course and demonstration of skills. This specialised skills extra class was undertaken due to the addition of the Fox Energy Plant into the Village.

As of this report we have just received in some of the new gear required. In June we are doing a walk-through tour of the plant with the department and later in the year we will be doing a practical exercise at the power plant.

Also during April, just before “Prom” the Fire Department, Greenleaf Fire, WPD and a large number of other county agencies presented the “Every 15 Minutes” program to the high school.  This program was also covered by the local newspapers.

Confined Space Training – Chief M Schampers expanded his comments on the training.  Various firemen completed 16 hours of classroom and 4 hours of practical training all outside the usual activities that occur for the Fire Dept.  Areas for this training include around generators, turbines, cooling towers and high-space rescue to name a few locations.
Police Dept Report – Chief P Kingsbury reported one month ago St Clare School was missing gift cards that totaled approximately $3,000.  Started the interview process last evening with a number of individuals involved with some co-operation and some not.  Will take some time to figure it all out with tracking the videos from where the purchases were made. These businesses include Scheels, Wal-Mart, Cabelas, and local gas stations.  Sad to say no one is over 18 years of age.  The Police Dept is also continuing to work on a $10,000 felony that has been on-going for the past year.  Time consuming work all around.
