The May 2015 Utility Report as submitted by Public Works Travis Coenen is as follows:
Water Utility:
1. Gallons pumped as of May 27th – 7.549 million gallons, daily average 279,593.



     Well 4 static level – 118’     Pumping level – 284’



     Well 2 static level – 102’     Pumping level – 190’

Sewer Utility:

1. Gallons treated as of May 27th – 5.3397 million gallons, daily average of 197,766. 

2. We received 57,600 gallons of holding tank waste and 34,500 gallons of septic tank waste as of May 27th.  The revenue for the month of May so far is $1,850.89, bringing the YTD total to $4,619.39.
