MINUTES - - Motion by S Reignier, second by S Byers to approve the minutes of 05/19/15 as presented.  Motion carried.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Reignier, second by S Byers to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report that was acknowledged as received and reviewed:

1. Staff will be meeting with a Web development firm rep. on June 17th.

2. SDWLP closing will be on the June 16th agenda.  Any delay would force us into the next funding cycle.
3. New Bridge Opening and Old Bridge Memorial Ceremony:  Two (2) separate events likely due to logistical reasons, are in the early planning stage.  Any Board input?

4. Water rate increase application won’t be submitted until this fall.  There may be a mock rate exercise earlier to examine and identify any pitfalls.

FINANCE - - 

Approve Formal Amendment No. 3 to Agreement for Engineering Services for Robert E Lee & Associates – Motion by S Byers, second by M Leonard to approve formal Amendment No. 3 to Agreement for Engineering Services between the Village of Wrightstown, Brown County, Wisconsin and Robert E Lee & Associates for additional services in excess of approved Amendment No. 1 for the Redesign and Rebid of Part A and/or Part B of the 2014 Water Transmission Main project not to exceed $2,000 to enable SDWLP reimbursement. (Note: This amount has already been paid to REL.)  Motion carried unanimously.
Action on Replacement of John Deere 445 Lawn Mower – T Coenen explained the mower types with associated costs, warranties and potential attachments.

Motion by M Leonard, second by Q Cavanaugh to authorize to buy a replacement for the John Deere 445 not to exceed $14,000 for the mower.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discuss and take Action on Village Insurance for Water Transmission Main Project Materials Purchased by the Village – T Coenen and M Leonard explained the process of purchasing the pipe materials and the responsibility for the liability even after the Village has purchased.  Normal process is for the supplier and the contractor to be responsible and that still holds true.  Information only, no action necessary.

PUBLIC SAFETY - -  
Fire Dept Comments – Assistant Fire Chief T Coenen indicated Fire Dept staff proceeded to the WPS plant last evening for a public relations and training event.  A donation of $5,000 was received from WPS and they will keep us posted on grants available.  All gear is now in house with staff providing a lot of extra time to the confined space training.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - -  

Director Public Works Report – T Coenen provided the following report:
1. Staff overtime hours for the month of April totaled 23 scheduled hours and 4 call in hours.    

2. Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of April totaled 56.08 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 24.25 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)

3. The village was awarded $5,403.42 for the 2015 Recycling Grant which helps offset our recycling program costs.  

Response from DNR on the use of DR18 or DR21 pipe size for the 2015 Water Transmission Main Project – M Leonard and T Coenen indicated the Village should have an answer this week.  All information required was presented to the DNR.  Can’t bury pipe or close on the loan until an answer is provided.
