4.  The request to purchase a portion of the compost site continues to be evaluated.

5.  Employee evaluation forms have been provided to Department Heads.  Due date is July 15th.
Discussion followed on the compost site best case scenarios for both parties – Village and potential buyer Paul Beatty.  That included availability of land options in the Village, rail not an issue for Paul Beatty, expansion issues for either party, aesthetics of the compost site, requirements of the DNR for a compost site, and the cost to upgrade existing or new compost site location. Board members commented the new Longwood Lane roadway looks very nice.  T Coenen stated approximately one-half of the cost was covered by grant funds.
Formalize Bridge Dedication Ceremony – After previous discussion during the Committee of the Whole, consensus of the board for the bridge dedication ceremony is to request the availability of the Wrightstown High School band for a mini parade with a fire truck and/or other vehicles/people, an old car with Erv Zittlow who has viewed all three bridges in the Village in his lifetime, and the ribbon cutting with elected officials and distinguished guests.  S Johnson will contact any other residents that may also have seen all three bridges for their inclusion in the ceremony.
