Fire Dept Report – T Coenen indicated there were a couple of fires during the month; river and pump training with the firemen.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Comments – T Coenen stated the CTH U reconstruction has been postponed a few weeks while they wait for the Army Corps of Engineers permit approval.

Pipe for the watermain transmission line has arrived.  Some may be seen in the ditch along CTH U and the frontage road headed towards De Pere.  Some borings will be occurring for the transmission main to lay the pipe.  Meter station in Ashwaubenon has all the masonry work done and will start to work on the mechanicals.  Wrightstown site starting on the masonry today.
Approve Revised SMA for CSD Contribution – Motion by T Schaeuble, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve and sign the revised SMA (State Municipal Agreement) addressing WisDOT’s revised amount of CSD/CSS (Community Sensitive Design/Community Sensitive Solutions) contribution with the staining project (and hydrants paid by the Village) for the STH 96 Bridge project.  Motion carried.
