UTILITY COMMISSION MINUTES

The regular monthly meeting of the Utility Commission was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 08/04/15 and was called to order at 6:31 pm by Village President Dean Erickson.

The July 2015 Utility Report as submitted by Public Works Travis Coenen is as follows:
Water Utility:
1. Gallons pumped as of July 29th – 7.165 million gallons, daily average 247,069.



     Well 4 static level – 128’     Pumping level – 283’



     Well 2 static level – 107’     Pumping level – 188’

Sewer Utility:

1. Gallons treated in the month of July – 5.1703 million gallons, daily average of 178,286. 

2. We received 78,700 gallons of holding tank waste and 44,500 gallons of septic tank waste as of July 29th.  The revenue for the month of July so far is $2,436.58, bringing the YTD total to $8,399.18.
T Coenen also reported on the progress of the water pipeline project and stated is going smoothly.   Borings in approximately seven sensitive areas are being worked on with more inspection time taking place.  The construction of the pipeline itself will begin the week of September 8th.

The sanitary bids for the downtown area will occur in August with the start of construction the week after Labor Day.  Working with DOT staff and schedules for the Village project to not conflict with the bridge project.
