CORRESPONDENCE - - Thank you note from Heather Martin to the Village Board for their support on the loss of her family member.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report that was acknowledged as received and reviewed:
1. We have finalized most of the arrangements for the August 26th Community Event – Zirbel Park Dedication and the “Movie in the Park” to follow.
2. WABCA is a major partner in arranging for the upcoming Bridge Dedication.  The possibility exists for a greater celebratory experience through their efforts.  The dedication date is Saturday, September 12, commencing with a parade at 4:00 pm.

3. Next WABCA meeting is scheduled for August 27 at 11:30 am at the High School.

4. Invitations have been mailed out to VIP’s and contact has been made with about 7 “seniors” from around the time of the original bridge, circa 1935.

PERSONNEL - - 
Accept resignation of Fireman Michael Lambrecht -- Motion by K Curry, second by S Reignier to accept the resignation of fireman Michael Lambrecht effective August 10, 2015.  Motion carried.
PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.    
PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Department Comments – Chief M Schampers submitted with best regards the following June/July 2015 report:

In the month of June the fire department had no calls for service.  In July we had three calls for response: Vegetation fire on Broadway Street across from Drexel Lumber, Structure Fire call Mutual Aid to Town of Buchanan, Fire Alarm in the building at Coke due to severe storms causing power outages.

A few severe thunderstorms occurred during the months of June and July but the Village was spared any significant damages and the fire department wasn’t called out for anything related.

Usual monthly truck check, business meetings, trainings and inventories occurred during this timeframe. Everything has been relatively quiet and noneventful for the FD thus far this summer. 

Police Department Comments – The July 2015 Police Department report respectfully submitted by Chief P Kingsbury is as follows:

Field training 2 new officers. One has a limited amount of prior experience and the other had worked for another police department in the Fox Valley. In addition to the police chief, our staffing includes: 2 full time officers mainly responsible for patrol duties but do work on programs such as vehicle maintenance and bike patrol, 1 permanent part-time officer who mainly does investigations and occasionally fills in on patrol, 6 part-time officers to fill in on patrol and 1 part-time officer who is working towards their WI certification currently assisting with evidence and property work. It is anticipated that we will be losing two of these part-time officers in the near future as one has taken a full time police officer position in Portage, WI and the other is not available for work as required by our policy.
Met with computer folks regarding security measures that need to be taken for police records stored off site and those IT personnel who do service work on PD computers. Work continued on squad car install as we needed to upgrade the Modems used to connect with Brown County Public Safety Com Center.

Officer DeWinter attended training of becoming an armorer to maintain department firearms.

WPD handled 1 accident in the Village during July. There were 90 traffic contacts made for various violations (1 drunk driver arrested) and 1 parking complaint.  BRSO initiated 4 traffic stops in the Village.
There were 76 non traffic calls for service in the Village, 90% handled by WPD officers. What started out as an assist to Probation and Parole agents on a home visit turned into a search warrant where numerous guns, drugs and drug packaging material was uncovered. This investigation is on-going. 1 person was arrested for a domestic disturbance, 8 unlocked vehicles were reported gone through with 4 reporting various items now missing (change, cigarettes, etc.). Work continued on the 2 felony theft investigations along with the wrap up of the investigation into our “deflate gate” and the suspect referred to the DA for multiple counts of disorderly conduct and one damage to property charge. BRSO self-initiated 1 non traffic call in the Village.

P Kingsbury also commented on the speed limit signs being posted by the DOT (Department of Transportation) being 20 mph versus 15 mph in front of the schools.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - -
Director Public Works Report – T Coenen commented on the various projects that are going on in the Village: 
Water Pipeline – will be testing the water main from Wrightstown to Ashwaubenon
CTH U and Round-about – most of the earth work is complete
Turner/Fair/High Street – the intersection of Turner, Fair and High street, work will commence with the new bridge opening 
Old Bridge – beginning in November the DOT will start tearing down the old bridge and begin building the scenic overlook
Mueller/Hickory Street – this project will begin next year 
Bridge Street – getting pricing on filling in Bridge Street to make it a green space utility easement
Ejector Pit/Pump Maintenance Agreement 

Motion by M Leonard, second by Sue Byers to table the Ejector Pit/Pump maintenance agreement agenda item until the next board meeting.  Motion carried.
Sewer Laterals on High Street East of Washington Street

Motion by M Leonard, second by K Curry to discuss and approve authorization to present options to property owners for sewer laterals on High Street east of Washington Street.  Motion carried.
REGIONAL PLANNING - - Nothing to report at this time.
