VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT - - S Johnson provided the following report with a brief review:

1. Brown County Highway will be holding a “Public Information Meeting” on the County ZZ Project on September 22, 2015 in the Village Hall Community Room from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm.

2. The Zirbel Park dedication was held on Aug. 25th and was successful due to the hard efforts of a lot of people.  I thank you.

3. The Bridge “ribbon cutting ceremony” is slated for September 12th.

4. Employee evaluations have been re-initiated and should be completed soon.

5. 2016 Budget estimates from Department Heads will be forthcoming and will be reviewed on an amended schedule.

6. Spirit-Fab (VHC) will be provided a proposal for sale for the 70’ wide x 335’ deep strip off of Van Dyke Street should the Village expand the compost site at its present location.  (.53 acres)

Motion carried unanimously.

2015 Utility & Street Improvements Project Low Bid Contractor & Award– Motion by S Byers, second by M Leonard to approve the low bid contractor DeGroot Inc and award contract for the 2015 Utility & Street Improvement s project in the amount of $252,641.25 contingent on verification of all bid numbers.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL - - Nothing at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Department Comments – None at this time.

Police Department Comments – Q Cavanaugh asked the Police Chief for clarification on why parking tickets were dispensed to a number of vehicles parked along High Street in front of the elementary school as there are no “No Parking” signs and minimal yellow curb markings.  Explanations came from S Reignier, Chief Kingsbury and DOT employee Dan Segerstrom who was in the audience.  The new roadway was designed for no parking but must go through the process to get declared.  Further clarifications are still required from the State; however, T Coenen indicated “No Parking” signs have been ordered.  Q Cavanaugh expressed his appreciation to Chief Kingsbury for his comments.
PARKS & RECREATION - - 

Neighborhood Party at Waupekun Park – Motion by Q Cavanaugh, second by M Leonard to approve the neighborhood party at Waupekun Park on Sunday, September 13th from 12:0 pm to 8:00pm that includes alcoholic beverages and inflatable jumpers at the park and with blocking off Fawnwood Drive between Windy Wood and Longwood Lanes.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Report - 

1. Staff overtime hours for the month of July totaled 50 scheduled hours and 0 call in hours.
2. Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of July totaled 66.14 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 16.36 tons.  (Items 1 and 2 will always list the prior month totals.)
