VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - Dan Fritsch – Thanked the board for the flowers in the passing of his mother-in-law.  Continued with questions regarding the 2016 budget dollars specifically about the Police Dept and potential alternatives that could be reviewed as well as the Clerk/Treasurer assistance for elections.

CORRESPONDENCE - - Wrightstown Sno-Rovers – Thank you letter for allowing the snowmobilers to use the Village streets with appreciation for assistance in making the trails available to all.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR - - S Johnson provided the following report:
1.  On October 19th the CDA met to consider and approve Bellin Health installing a concrete pad on which to park a mobile mammography/bone density unit at their Wrightstown site.  The mobile unit will be utilized on a one (1) day a week schedule for about 4 hours.

2.  A brief staff meeting was held on October 26th with only the Police Chief and Administrator attending.

3.  A meeting was held with staff members and representatives from Green Bay Water Utility on October 28th to discuss various aspects of GBWU taking over the Water & Sewer billings.  Looking to bring this before the Village Board later in November.

Director Public Works Report – T Coenen provided the following report:  
1.  Staff overtime hours for the month of September totaled 32 scheduled hours and no call in hours.    

2.  Solid waste curbside tonnage for the month of September totaled 61.29 tons and recycle tonnage collected was 17.13 tons.  (Items 1 & 2 will always list the prior month totals.)
T Coenen also explained the compost site construction.  Asphalt will be installed next week with the blocks to be set later.  The east round-about is steadily progressing for completion by the end of the month.  The area by High Street will be paved next week.  The downtown area will have a top coat of asphalt to get through the winter with final construction in the spring.  The CTH U round-about has had some complaints by truck drivers that say the radius is too hard to maneuver.  This could be due to the driver and speed.
