VILLAGE BOARD MINUTES

The second regular monthly meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Wrightstown was held at the Village Hall, 352 High St, on Tuesday 11/17/15 and was called to order by Village President Dean Erickson at 6:12 pm.

MINUTES – Motion by S Byers, second by K Curry to approve the minutes of 10/20/15, 11/03/15, 11/09/15, 11/11/15, 11/16/15 as presented.  Motion carried.
VOUCHERS – Motion by S Reignier, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

BANK FUNDS ANALYSIS – S Johnson informed everyone this is a new report the board will receive prepared by J Brandt.  This particular report includes the entire year that shows the normal ins and outs of the various funds, large issues that may or may not be budgeted, a review for potential payments with lag time for reimbursements, and ending balances that will indicate the amount of cash available.  (Future reports will be on a “rolling lookback” of 12 months.)
WALK-INS – Allyson Watson – Community, Natural Resource and Economic Development Educator – Introduced herself as a new county employee interested in assisting municipalities with local economic development.  Her specialty is “downtown” strategic planning.  She has a passion for working with local governments and invited board members to contact her for any assistance she could provide.  

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT – S Johnson provided the following report:
1.  From this point forward, the Board will receive a report each month indicating the activity within the accounts considered “Reserves”.  Explanations will be provided for the respective fund changes.  Jean has developed the format and will be maintaining it.
2.  The Water rate increase application will be soon starting through the leading efforts of Tom Karman of Schenck.  The new rates are expected to be in effect by July 2016 which will require the rate case to be filed with the PSC by the end of January.  (Additional comment: 5-6 month review required by the PSC).
3.  Web-Site RFP responses were due today.  (nbr. Responding: 4). They will be initially reviewed at an upcoming Staff Meeting.

4.  Candice Mortara of the Fox-Wisconsin Heritage Parkway would like to address the Board on December 1st or 15th to report that there is a plan for her to resume Riverboat Traffic on the Fox River from DePere – Little Rapids in 2016.  She would like to know if there is an interest to have that service extended to Wrightstown.  (Additional comment:  Candice is owner of the old boat).
5.  2016 Water and Sewer Budgets are being developed.  With adoption of the 2016 General Fund Budget, the way will be cleared to continue the remaining task.  (Additional comment:  Review 12/01; Adopt budgets 12/15; Capital Budget adopt 12/01).
COMMITTEE REPORTS 

FINANCE – 

Adopt Resolution No. 11172015 General Fund 2016 Budget – Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to adopt Resolution No. 11172015 appropriating the necessary funds for operating the government and administration of the Village of Wrightstown for the year 2016.  Motion carried unanimously.   
Carl Bowers & Sons Construction Co Inc Pay Request No. 3 – Motion by S Byers, second by K Curry to approve Carl Bowers & Sons Construction Co Inc pay request No. 3 for the 2015 Water Transmission Main project in the amount of $286,562.85.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL – Nothing to report at this time.  
PARKS & RECREATION – Nothing to report at this time.   

PUBLIC SAFETY – 

Fire Dept Report – The October 2015 report was provided with best regards from Chief M Schampers:
For the month of October the fire department was called for 2 alarm events. One was a passerby on cell phone calling in a Brush fire, which was a controlled burn, the second call was a Village residence for a fire in an oven.  

Also in October the department held its annual “Open House” which was well attended, special guests included Eagle III making a landing, also Jaws of Life demonstration was given as well as some kid’s activity. The department was also called for public appearances for numerous school Fire Safety Week and month events as well as Halloween activities of local church groups and we were out on Halloween giving out glow necklaces and candy.

Training for the month was Live Burn search and rescue activity in an abandon house we share with Town of Kaukauna. Preparations for training in 2016 is underway and prep for the November Booyah Sale was finalised. 

Lastly in October the Fire Chief while in Germany for work, had the opportunity to train with his counterparts in local volunteer fire departments to become a department member and travel with them to Bavaria to earn a Level 1 German Fire Brigade medal becoming the first American to train and earn a German skills medal with his counterparts in Bavaria.
Police Dept Report – The October 2015 report respectfully submitted by Chief P Kingsbury is as follows and included a new separate “Media” daily incident report:

Participated in the bi-annual Department of Justice Drug Take Back Program. Only one person dropped off their unused medications but due to continuous collections we turned in 2 full boxes, which is our usual amount.
Helped the local library with their annual fun run. Halloween activities went well. WPD Officers helped with Halloween events at the Middle School football field and Alleluia Church on Sunday the 25th.

Officers attended training on Drones and Fair and Impartial Policing.  Field training continues for one new part-time officer. 

A citizen complaint was filed against two officers (one being the police chief) alleging harassment and unfair enforcement of village ordinance.

There was one accident in the Village during October. There were 101 traffic related incidents for various violations. There were four parking complaints.  

There were 85 non traffic calls for service in the Village, 89% handled by WPD officers. Investigation continues on the felony drug incident.  (Media list for calls received given to board members).  P Kingsbury further commented added the Media Report for the month for a better perspective of what is involved.  The report is given to both papers on a weekly basis.
PUBLIC WORKS & UTILTIES – 

Director of Public Works Comments – T Coenen indicated the compost bins are starting to be moved to the open new site.  The old site will be cleaned up for the new owner.
REGIONAL PLANNING – Nothing to report at this time.
