MINUTES - - None at this time.

VOUCHERS - - Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the vouchers as submitted.  Motion carried.

WALK-INS - - Dan Segerstrom, 245 Patricia Lane – Stated the amended agenda was not posted on the Village Hall board that had the earlier start time listed.  Also asked if there would be any action on the public hearing for the RVs.  Was informed no action.

CORRESPONDENCE - - Thank You Note – Tami Aerts thanked the Village for the Christmas gift certificate to Royal St Patrick’s Golf Links for her services as first aid / CPR instructor.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR REPORT - - S Johnson provided the following report:

1.  With Board authorization we did engage the services of Fox Valley Web Design to replace the current Village’s web site.
2.  Travis, Elizabeth Runge, and I met with representatives of the School District and their consultant engineers to review preliminary plans for the running track being planned for around the high school football stadium.

3.  Tom Karman met with members of the Village Staff to review questions raised by the PSC over our current rate case.  Tom submitted information to satisfy the inquiry.  A few follow-up questions then followed.

4.  On Feb. 3rd staff will be meeting with Allyson Watson of the UW Extension Office in Green Bay to open discussions on a downtown redevelopment plan.

5.  February 9th is the final date for receipt of applications for the position of Village Clerk-Treasurer.

Carl Bowers & Sons Construction Co Inc Pay Request No. 6 – Motion by S Byers, second by M Leonard to approve the Carl Bowers & Sons Construction Co Inc Pay Request No. 6 for the 2015 Water Transmission Main project in the amount of $225,016.83.  Motion carried.
Owner Purchased Material Invoice for the 2015 Transmission Pipeline Construction – Motion by S Byers, second by M Leonard to approve the owner purchased material invoices for the 2015 Transmission Pipeline Construction project for the vendor and amount as follows:  Ferguson Waterworks – Invoice #0188051 - $46,400.00; Invoice #0188051-1 - $69,600.00; Invoice #0189177 - $1,932.00.  (Total $117,932.00).  Motion carried.

(Total $24,687.93).  Motion carried.

Resolution No. 02022016 Reverse General Code Codification Transfer of $6,000 – Motion by S Byers, second by T Schaeuble to approve Resolution No. 02022016 to reverse the General Code codification transfer of $6,000 from the General Fund Reserve for utilization of initial cost setup to procure Fox Valley Web Design LLC as the new Village of Wrightstown web design and support company with auditors Schenck SC to indicate this transaction on the Village 2016 Annual Financial Report.  Motion carried.

Operator’s Licenses – Motion by S Byers, second by Q Cavanaugh to approve the operator’s licenses for the 2016-2018 license years for Alexandra Smith and Megan Gutsch.  Motion carried.

Operator’s License – Motion by S Byers, second by S Reignier to DENY the operator’s license for the 2016-2018 license years for Bradley Burchett.  Motion carried.

Request of Wrightstown Lions Club for an Adjustment to Their Recent Water and Sewer Billing – T Coenen provided background knowledge to this request.  In speaking with three members of the Lions Club, it was noted more people have been utilizing the building other than normal meetings while upgrades to the plumbing were also completed.  When the meter was tested, copper shavings came out of the meter.  Board comments included past precedent for these situations are to deny with a payment plan being offered.  No action necessary.
PERSONNEL - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY - - 

Fire Dept Comments – T Coenen stated completing cold water rescue training and active shooter.  Two firemen applications will be on the next agenda.

Police Dept Comments – None.

PARKS & RECREATION - - Nothing to report at this time.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIES - - 

Director of Public Works Report – T Coenen reported two new guys are training for plowing.  Starting to do a good job.  Bids for the new plow truck will be going out soon.  Just informed that WisDOT will be following their current policy and plowing 12 foot travel lanes only.  Affects STH 96 for the Village.  Biggest issue will be to coordinate timing with the county plow.  The Village will plow the dedicated parking lanes on the west side.
